CHANCELLOR PARK has been used as 
a prime example for good environmental 
practices following a recent erosion and 
sediment control workshop. It comes after 
the estate implemented its Environmental 
Management Plan (EMP) which protects 
surrounding waterways and vegetation, 
controls erosion and ensures waste is 
properly disposed of.

The workshop was held on site at Chancellor 
Park, targeting the development industry. The 
event included an examination of the range 
of sediment control measures that have been 
installed over the last 10 years and as such 
showcased how the knowledge has changed 
over time. Workshop convener Tim Hindley, 
says the day was beneficial and educational 
for all who attended. 

Over thirty representatives from the 
construction, planning and landscaping 
sectors attended the practical training session 
to see real issues and on site solutions. 
Maroochy Shire Council, in co-operation with 
the Urban Development Institute of Australia 
and Pask Group, instigated the workshop. 
Former Councillor Steve Dickson and now 
the new State Member for Kawana, says it’s 
vital that stakeholders take environmental 
practices seriously. ‘We want to make sure 
that these sorts of workshops continue well 
into the future. It’s important to increase 
awareness of environmental issues within the 
building industry,’ he said. 

The EMP for Chancellor Park ensures that 
control measures are in place to minimise 
sediments, rubbish and contaminated run off
